At Dinotots we develop strategies through play to help them to solve simple problems, and they
start being able to understand their own and other people’s feelings.
Play gives babies different physical, sensory and cognitive experiences. These experiences
build connections in the brain, which helps babies develop physically, cognitively, socially and
emotionally. That’s why play is like ‘fireworks’ going off in the brain.

At Dinotots we use play to help develop your baby’s imagination and creativity, activities we do
include:

Playing peekaboo with objects like scarves or tea towels.
Exploring their vision and self-recognision using mirrors and mirrored objects.

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OUR APPROACH

WHAT DOES THAT ALL MEAN TO THE NURSERIES?

An example of this is where we have introduced real tea-sets in the home corner. We have
introduced metal teapots for younger children to explore and china teapots for our older
children. These different materials, to previous plastic tea sets, broaden children’s
learning – they have different textures, sounds, feels, smells, tastes, resistances, weights
and feel to them. This also teaches children to handle them with care and respect. We
have found by introducing changes such as these that children’s engagement with items is
much more involved, sustained and REAL – care is taken not to break things, to put things
back when they have been played with, children talk to each other about how to look after
the materials and when things do get broken we show children how to safely clear up
whilst learning valuable lessons about taking care of things and looking after things
properly.

WHAT IS THE CURIOSITY APPROACH?

“The Curiosity Approach is a modern-day approach to Early Childhood, taking parts from
Reggio, Steiner, Te Whāriki and adding a sprinkle of Montessori. It is a beautiful recipe
book of wonderful ingredients, carefully mixed together with experience, passion and a
love of Early Childhood.
